where we are now. We currently host SUNDAY, APRIL 19 « 1IPM
classes in 5 separate locations across
the island of Negros, providing
instruction and training (along with
resources like course notes) to 80+
students. We saw 7 of our students
graduate this past May, and we look
forward to our second graduation
coming up on May 9. Our faculty has
grown to include our Filipino Assistant
Director, Pastor Lowell, in addition to 2
full-time American professors, and we would love to expand to welcome another Filipino faculty member in
the coming years. We have raised and distributed tens of thousands of dollars to provide relief goods in the
aftermath of typhoons and volcanic eruptions—not to mention the COVID pandemic. On top of all of that,
Haven of Grace operates summer camps where over 3,000 teens (many of whom are unchurched) come and
hear the gospel. Haven of Grace is a sizeable ministry and continues to expand as the years pass by.

While the seminary and camp have grown by leaps and bounds, the funding for the ministry has lagged
behind. We have been operating on a shoestring budget of roughly $650 per month. We are grateful for the
wisdom in allowing us to stretch these funds to serve Filipino pastors and churches, however, we would love
to expand our base of support to put Haven of Grace in a more stable financial position and to continue
expanding this good gospel work.
